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Ecofeminism: Connecting Sexism and Speciesism
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Since the 1980s, ecofeminism has attracted the attention and critique
of both western environmentalists and feminists. To the former, ecofemi-
nism obscures the reality of human-nature domination, while to the latter,
ecofeminist thought has a tendency toward dualism and essentialism. The
main purpose of this paper is first to show that the critique of ecofeminism
for its tendency toward dualism and essentialism is not sustained. Secondly,
this paper argues that by trying to make clear the connection between speci-
esism and sexism, ecofeminism can take feminism a step forward in dealing
with this mutually reinforcing oppressive social system. Finally, this paper
applies the concepts of biological time and ecological time to demonstrate

the utility of ecofeminist thought in feminist thinking.
