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This paper is to examine the gender consciousness of Taiwan’s basic
journalistic textbooks from feminist perspectives, including the definition
of reporters, the news values, the gender bias in language, and the gender
stereotypes. Meanwhile, these textbooks have been analyzed from four per-
iods of Taiwan’s women movement: the traditional phase (before 1970), the
beginning phase (1970’s), the foundational phase (1980°s), and the matur-
ing phase (1990°s to now). Based on the above analysis and the English
journalistic textbooks with gender emphasis, the paper also offers some
suggestions to advance the critical gender awareness of Taiwan’s journalis-

tic textbooks.
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
